HAITI EARTHQUAKE Emergency Alert - Updated January 18, 2010  

As rescue and assessment teams work to reach people in need, a clearer 

picture of the situation in Haiti is emerging. Latest estimates put the death 

toll at 200,000 and rising with more than a million people in need of shelter 

and emergency assistance.  

Immediate needs are water, food, and shelter. Cash gifts are the most 

effective way to quickly provide these much needed services to the people of 

Haiti.  

Lutheran World Relief is working with partners on the ground to ensure that 

the people of Haiti get immediate access to water, food, and shelter. LWR is 

also committed to the long-term recovery of the people of Haiti. LWR 

partner Lutheran World Federation (LWF) is working to assess needs and is 

reporting that damage outside the city of Port-au-Prince is also extensive, 

making rural communities particularly vulnerable and in grave need of 

rehabilitation in the near future. 

LWR has pledged $1 million to overall relief work in Haiti and will 

reevaluate that commitment as more information becomes available. An 

initial $150,000 transfer to LWF will help deliver water containers and 

purification materials, as well as temporary shelter items. LWR is also 

coordinating with 400 people on the ground through partnerships with 

Catholic Relief Services, local partners in Haiti, and other international 

faith-based organizations. 

In partnership with Church World Service, LWR will send a shipment of 

health kits and layettes to Haiti on January 19. The shipment will include 

650 health kits and 1,500 layettes. With millions now homeless, there is a 

dire need for quilts and health kits. LWR is appealing to U.S. supporters to 

increase donations of these items to meet the needs in Haiti and around the 

world.
