My intentionhere is not to be morbid, but to send a reminder of how very
quickly accidents, that will change the course of our ligashappen in
seconds. In my thirty some years of working with childtem families from
my schoolslost ther beautiful children in tragic summer pool drowning.
Both incidents were at pools with lotsdople around. Everyone thought
someone else was watching the children or they thought older siblings, who
were also playing, were watching.
These very sad stories happen all too often but can be avoided by following a
few simple guidelines.

1 Designate a person to watch the water, have a special place where they sit so everyone
knowswho is on duty.

 Take a had count, make sure you know havany people you are watching. The more
people that are in a pool the harder it is to see if they are under water.
